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NOTE:  The following examples are provided as a guide.  Additional details are included in the complete edition of the APA Publication Manual (copies available at the reference desk).  Please check with your professors to determine their specific style preferences.

General Format:  APA reference lists should be alphabetized and double-spaced with a hanging indent.  Author’s names are listed with the last name first.  Do not include the author’s complete first name, only their initials.  Only the first word in the title and subtitle are capitalized.  Additional guidelines are available in the APA Manual, pp.184-192.
Online Sources:  With the new edition of APA, electronic resources should be cited in the same manner as print resources adding only as much retrieval information as needed to locate the work.  Whenever possible, APA recommends the use of the Digital Object Identifier (DOI), a unique, persistent, alphanumeric assignment, as the best retrieval source.  A DOI begins with a 10 and includes two additional alphanumeric sections separated by a slash.  They are most often found on the first page of a journal article near the copyright information.  Please consult a reference librarian if you are unsure of how to locate a DOI.  If a DOI is not available, include the URL for the home page of the journal, book or document.  Retrieval dates are no longer necessary unless there is reason to believe that the material will change over time.

Newspaper article, with author:
[NOTE: “If an article appears on discontinuous pages, give all page numbers, and separate the numbers with a comma”. See APA Manual, p.200.]

Newspaper article, no author:
