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NOTE:  The following examples are provided as a guide.  More details are providing in the complete edition of the APA Publication Manual (copies available at the reference desk). One Work by One Author – (From Section 6.11of the APA Publication Manual)
 “If the name of the author appears as part of the narrative…cite only the year of publication in parentheses” (APA, 2010, p.174).
Ross (2000) analyzed statistical data…
If the author’s name is not included in the narrative, cite “both the name and the year separated by a comma, in parentheses”
(APA, 2010, p.174).
In a recent analysis of statistical data students who studied four hours per day or more had higher grade point averages (Ross, 2000).
“In the rare case in which both the year and the author are given as part of the textual discussion, do not add parenthetical information:” (APA, 2010, p.174).

In 2000, Ross analyzed statistical data …
“Within a paragraph…you need not include the year in subsequent nonparenthetical references to a study as long as the study cannot be confused with other studies cited in the article:” (APA, 2010, p.174).

In a recent analysis of statistical data, Ross (2000) revealed the correlation…Ross also observed…
One Work by Multiple Authors – (From Section 6.12 of the APA Publication Manual)
“When a work has two authors, cite both names every time the reference occurs in text”: (APA, 2010, p.175).

Smith and Hart (2002) report that social development is a crucial aspect of learning…

Social development of children is a crucial aspect of learning (Smith and Hart, 2002)…
If a work has three to five authors, include all of the author’s names in the first reference.  In later citations, use only the last name of the first author followed by et al.  If the subsequent citation is the first citation of the reference in a paragraph also include the year of publication. For works with six or more authors, use only the last name of the first author followed by et al. and include the year in all citations.(APA, 2010, p. 175).  
Nelson, Jones, and Rodriguez (1995) state… 
[first reference] 

Nelson et al. (1995) noted…


[subsequent first citation per paragraph thereafter] 

Nelson et al. found…

[Omit year from subsequent citation after first citation in paragraph] 

Group as Authors – (From Section 6.13 of the APA Publication Manual)
Names of group authors are usually spelled out each time they are cited in the text.  However, some names of group authors are spelled out in the first citation, but abbreviated in subsequent citations.  To decide whether the name should be spelled out or abbreviated use the “general rule” that you should “give enough information in the text citation for the reader to locate the entry in the reference list…”.  If the abbreviation is familiar to a widespread audience, such as national and international audiences, and the name is long, you can abbreviate in the second and subsequent citations.  If not, “write out the name each time it occurs” (APA, 2010, p.176).
Example of Longer and More Familiar Group Author:

Authors with the Same Surname – (From Section 6.14 of the APA Publication Manual)

Use the following parenthetical reference example when a reference list includes publications by two or more authors with the same surname.  Include the initials of the first author in all text citations, even if the publication dates differ (APA, 2010, p.176).

R.F. Watson (1962) and P.D. Watson (1999) also found…

J.L. Keith and Weiss (1967) and M.A. Keith and Riviera (1975) studied…
Works with No Author or an Anonymous Author – (From Section 6.15 of the APA Publication Manual)
“When a work has no identified author, cite in the text the first few words of the reference list entry (usually the title) and the year.  Use double quotation marks around the title of an article, a chapter, or a web page and italicize the title of a periodical, a book, a brochure, or a report:” (APA, 2010, p.176)

Near the beginning of Reagan’ term of office, health findings varied … (“Health Report ,” 1982).

In the book Making Your Way in Business (1979) …
If an author is listed as “Anonymous,” include the word Anonymous (no italics) in the parenthetical citation followed by a comma and the date of publication  (APA 2010, p.177).

In a letter written prior to the Civil War, the author declared… (Anonymous, 1849).
Two or More Works within the Same Parentheses – (From Section 6.16 of the APA Publication Manual)
When including multiple works within the same parenthetical citation, List two or more works by different authors in alphabetical order by the first author’s surname.  Separate the citations with semicolons.

Several studies discuss… (Keller, 2003; Robertson, 2000; Smith & Klein, 1999).
When including multiple works within the same parenthetical citation with more than one work written by the same author, put them in order by year of publication with in-press works cited last.  List the authors’ surnames once, only the publication date is listed for subsequent works.
Recent studies illustrate… (Smith, 1995, 1997, 2000, in press).
When listing multiple works by the same author (or by the same two or more authors) with the same date of publication, add the suffixes a, b, c, etc. after the date.

Prior studies show… (Keller, 2003a, 2003b, 2003c; Robertson, 2000, in-press-a, in press-b).
Classical Works – (From Section 6.18 of the APA Publication Manual)
Some works are so old that there is no known publication date.  When this occurs, give the year of the translation you used, preceded by the word: trans., or the year of the version you used, followed by the word: version.  However, if you know the original date of publication, it should be included in the citation (APA, 2010, p.178-179).
In some cases, a work does not provide a specific date of publication.  Give the author’s name in the text, followed by a comma and n.d. for “no date”.  If the author is also unknown, use the first few words from the title, followed by a comma and n.d. for “no date”. 

Early philosophers tend to agree on this perspective (Socrates, trans. 2002).  

The early botanists linked plant life to … (“Locating Life”, n.d). 
Reference entries are not required for the “major classical works”, like the Bible and other ancient works.  Identify the version used in the first citation; also use the systematic numbering system of the particular text to identify specific parts of the work. (APA, 2010, p.179)

Specific Parts of a Source – (From Section 6.19 of the APA Publication Manual)
Provide the page, chapter, figure, table, or equation in the parenthetical citation.  Page numbers should always be included for direct quotations (APA, 2010, p. 179).

Use the paragraph number for online works that do not include page numbers.  If section headings are included, include the section as well as the paragraph.  Abbreviate paragraph as: para.
(Roberts, 2004, Conclusion section, para. 3)
